Boys and Girls Groups is a project launched in 2009 with an
initiative from the Youth Forum Organization and Supported by
Save the Children Sweden.

OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the project were to:

* Give the children the opportunity to talk about their problems
and needs, and to discuss them

* Educate and orient them about child rights and all conventions
and charters that have been ratified by the government of Sudan
and the Sudanese child act 2010,

* Link the children to all protection units in the country,

* Train them on life skills and

* Introduce them to methods and techniques related to anger and
time management.

The project focused specifically on children of age group between
I'l — 18 years, and looked mostly on vulnerable cases such as IDPs
children, children with disabilities, and street children. The project
also has worked with the children’s parliament and youth from
different universities. All the program editions were conducted in
Khartoum state.

The project lasted for five consecutive years and worked with
every children category for ten sessions per year. The facilitators

held weekly sessions with the children throughout the project life.

The implemented activities during the sessions varied from one
category to another and were based on the unique needs for each
category.

Training reference that has been used is a reference with inspired
idea from “series of manual work with young people” book. And
it has been reconditioned to be used with boys & girls who live in
Sudan, through the B&G facilitation manual.
